
Edward Hill, Jr. was appointed Sports Information Director (SID) in March of 1986 after serving six months as acting SID and two years as assistant SID.


Before coming to Howard, Hill was a staff writer for the Winston-Salem Chronicle and the Black College Sports Review. He also worked as a news aide and freelance writer for the Washington Post. Hill has written stories that have appeared in such publications as USA Today and the NCAA News.

Hill is a member of the College Sports Information Directors of America (CoSIDA) and Black College Sports Information Directors of America (BCSIDA).
